Ag Centre Barn opens for stabling – Friday, April 1 at 9:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m. 
Release time – Sunday, April 3 following showmanship 
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GENERAL SHOW RULES & REGULATIONS 
1. Entries close March 15, 2022.  
2. Open to registered participants of all ages.  Non-refundable 
3. Registration is $70 plus GST per participant which includes lunch for participant and one (1) parent.  
      Those wishing to participate in the show must register for the seminar. 

4. We encourage Club signs.  Club Displays will be allowed but not compulsory.  We request all areas 
including stalls, tack boxes, etc. be maintained in a neat and orderly manner.    

5. Entries must be made in the name of the person exhibiting. 
All animals:  
 must be halter broke 
 steers must be dehorned 
 must have approved RFID tags. 
 may be subjected to a veterinary inspection   

6. All exhibitors are required to have a fully completed manifest accompany the animals being 
transported to and from the show as required by Saskatchewan Ministry of Agriculture. 

7. Exhibitors are required to bring their own feed.  
8. All exhibitors must register at the Saskatchewan Beef Expo Show Office immediately upon arrival. 
9. It is the responsibility of the exhibitor to advise the Show Office of any cancellation of entries. 
10. Exhibitors are encouraged to use a show harness for their numbers. Numbers will be allocated to 

exhibitors and must be worn in the show ring. 
11. Participants in this competition will be provided with a program containing specific information on 

barn, show ring, wash rack regulations, special awards and other information. 
12. Entrants and their exhibits shall come under the supervision and direction of the Saskatchewan 

Beef Expo Show Committee and shall observe all reasonable rules and regulations established by 
the Committee for the orderly conduct of the program. 

13. Tampering with Livestock 
a) Any surgical procedure or injection of any foreign substance or drug or the external 

application of any substance (irritant, counterirritant, or similar substance) which could affect 
the animal’s performance or alter its natural contour, confirmation, or appearance, except 
external applications of substances to the hooves or horns of animals which affect 
appearance only and except for surgical procedures performed by a duly licensed veterinarian 
for the sole purpose of protecting the health of the animal, is prohibited. 

b) The use of drenching, mechanical pumping devices, or other abnormal methods to administer 
water or fluids to animals will not be permitted, except for veterinarian approved treatments for 
dehydration. 

14. The Saskatchewan Beef Expo Show reserves the right to decide on any point not covered in the 
rules and regulations and to make such changes in the prize list as are deemed necessary and in 
the best interest of the Show.   

15. Competitors and their exhibits shall enter the competitions at their own risk.

16. The Saskatoon Prairieland Park Corporation, its Directors, Committee Members,

17. Any entrant or exhibitor may be required by the Saskatoon Prairieland Park Corporation to make a 
statutory declaration that the exhibits entered are shown in accordance with the rules and 
regulations governing the show.  Should any exhibitor refuse to make such declaration on being 
requested, he or she will forfeit premiums awarded on the entry in doubt. 

18. Any person who shall attempt to interfere with or influence the judge/s while in the discharge of 
their duties, or shall at any time, on the premises of the Saskatoon Prairieland Park Corporation, 
use any contemptuous or abusive language to any judge, or within his hearing, in consequence of 
any award made by him, or any exhibitor refusing to accept any award made by a judge, shall 
forfeit his right to any premiums to which he might otherwise be entitled.  Judges are particularly 
requested to report any breach of this rule. 

19. Judges will award prizes only to deserving exhibits; where there is no competition, the judge shall 
decide whether the exhibit entered is entitled to the first or any other prize. 

20.  When respectfully requested to do so, the judges may give the reason for their decisions.  
21. All entries must be on the printed forms supplied for that purpose.  The particulars called for on 

the entry form must be fully and correctly supplied and written in clear, legible writing or 
type-written and properly signed by the exhibitor or his duly authorized agent. 

22. Prize money will be presented at the Show Office. 
23. Any entrant or exhibitor, by act of making entry, exhibiting or occupying any space on the 

Saskatoon Prairieland Park Corporation grounds, agrees to the rules and regulations printed 
herein.

intermediate or senior member. 
 

3. Classes will be sub-divided following the registration if entries warrant. 
 

4. Age classes will be split according to the number of entries received.  Only the championship 
classes of each age division will be placed and receive prize money. 

 
5. Class will be judged 100% on showmanship techniques.

6. Each team entry must supply their animal (heifer or steer). These animals must be entered in 
the 2022 Saskatchewan Beef Expo Competition.  Each entry must also supply a trimming 
chute, grooming equipment, supplies, accessories and show equipment.  Powered equipment 
will not be allowed (electric clippers, blowers, etc.). 

 

7. All animals within this competition must be pre-clipped, dry, flat hair, and no pre-show 
preparation of any kind with the exception of clipping. (Maximum 20 minutes for completing 
competition for Junior & Intermediate; 15 minutes for Senior.) 

 

8. Judging Criteria: 
Total team participation, grooming techniques, percentage of improvement in appearance of 
animal and team knowledge of procedure. 

 
9. Teams are responsible for their own trim chutes.

5. The Saskatchewan Beef Expo Committee reserves the right to cull any animal of inferior 
quality.  

 

6. Animals must be stabled on the grounds by 4:00 p.m. Friday, April 1, 2022.  Stabling available 
starting Friday, April 1, 2022 at 9:00 a.m.

8.  No adults will be allowed in the show ring.
